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Chile's Pavilion at Expo 2025 Osaka marks a major milestone
with the official key ceremony

Osaka, Japan, October 24, 2024: Chile officially marked a significant milestone in its journey
to Expo 2025 Osaka, Kansai, with the ceremonial event at the pavilion site. In a symbolic
key ceremony held on Yumeshima Island, Chile formally began operations of its national
pavilion. This pivotal moment underscores Chile's readiness to showcase its rich cultural
heritage, innovation, and sustainable solutions globally.

Dignitaries from both Chile and Japan attended the event, underscoring the deep and
longstanding diplomatic relations between the two countries, which have spanned 127 years
since 1897. The key ceremony is a traditional gesture symbolising the official
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commencement of operations at the Chile Pavilion, reflecting the country's dedication to the
success of Expo 2025.

In his address, , Paulina Nazal, Commissioner General for Chile's participation at Expo 2025
stated, "Expo 2025 Osaka Kansai presents an unparalleled opportunity for Chile to engage
with Japan and the global community, fostering new business collaborations and
partnerships. We are honoured to be part of this prestigious event and are eager to share
Chile's technological advancements, sustainability, and culture with the world. Our pavilion
will serve as a hub for innovative exchanges and deeper ties between our nations."

The Chile Pavilion, which will officially open its doors to the public on April 13, 2025, is set
to become a prominent feature at Expo 2025, located in the "Saving Lives" sector. This
sector reflects Chile's commitment to addressing global challenges and promoting
sustainable development.

The pavilion's theme, "Makun: El Manto de Chile," selected through a national architectural
competition, was developed by the renowned Chilean architecture firm CONSTRUCTO
Architects. The design merges Chile's Indigenous heritage with cutting-edge sustainability
practices, creating a space embodying cultural reverence and modern innovation.

At the heart of the pavilion's design is its *Cross-Laminated Timber (CLT) structure,
highlighting Chile's commitment to sustainable construction. Using CLT — a versatile and
environmentally friendly material —underscores the pavilion's focus on eco-conscious
architecture. This wooden framework forms the core of the pavilion, designed to be
lightweight, easily assembled, and adaptable, making it a "nomadic" structure that can travel
from Chile to Japan and back.”

"The Chile Pavilion is more than just an exhibition space," said Nazal. “It is a testament to
our nation's profound respect for cultural traditions, represented through the stunning
handwoven textiles of the Mapuche people, while also showcasing our forward-looking
innovations in architecture, sustainability, and technology.”
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A highlight of the pavilion will be the magnificent Makun, a large tapestry woven by 200
artisans from La Araucania, Chile. This intricate textile pays homage to the ancient weaving
traditions of the Mapuche people and reflects the country's natural beauty and rich cultural
heritage. The pavilion's exterior will feature a modern interpretation of the Makun, using
precision-cut steel plates to create a visually striking fagade that plays with light and shadow.

Aligning with Expo 2025's sustainability goals, the Chile Pavilion will emphasise using
renewable resources and minimal environmental impact. Sustainable materials, including
the CLT framework and handwoven textiles, will be integral to the pavilion's design and
construction. The project aims to showcase Chile's leadership in sustainable practices and
its role in addressing global challenges.

As Chile prepares for the opening of its pavilion, the nation looks forward to welcoming
visitors from around the world to experience its vibrant culture, groundbreaking innovations,
and dedication to sustainability. The Chile Pavilion at Expo 2025 will offer a unique and
immersive experience, inviting attendees to embark on a journey through Chile's past,
present, and future.

“During the six months that we will be in Osaka, Chile will be able to show the world its
diverse offer of goods and services, whether in agri-food, tourism, creative industries, with
special emphasis on innovation and services, as solutions to global problems. Exports are
key to strengthening the country's image and Expo Osaka is an important showcase that
will not only allow us to show the best of our offer, but also the best of Chile.”, says Ignacio
Fernandez, General Director of ProChile, the Export Promotion Agency of Chile.

The pavilion celebrates Chile's diverse heritage and forward-thinking vision. Chile's
participation at Expo 2025 Osaka will deepen its relationship with Japan and contribute to
global conversations on sustainability, innovation, and cultural exchange.

Chile's participation in Expo Osaka seeks to convey the Chilean State's determination to
position itself in the Asia Pacific. Chile's presence will allow the promotion of its new
sustainable industries, in addition to strengthening the role of our country as a bridge to Latin
America.
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It also seeks to continue strengthening the strategic bilateral relationship with Japan, an
Asian country with which Chile has the oldest diplomatic relations -since 1897- and with
which there is an exchange valued at more than US$ 9 billion.
