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The intestines of a baby sea turtle were stuffed with plastic trash
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An autopsy of a dead green sea turtle (an endangered species) less than one year old,
revealed its small 10 cm body ‘s intestines was stuffed with plastic fragments.
Thirty-five items ;bag edges, fishing line, and other hard micro plastics.

What the baby sea turtle had been eating desperately to survive was the waste we discarded.
