"The underlying image was to have the pearls look exactly as if they were balanced on the finger." The eponymous
jewelry was the first designed by Mr. Thakoon Panichul, the Thai-born fashion designer now living and working in New
York, upon his appointment as TASAKI's Creative Director. Just as its name suggests, the minimal and entirely modern
design was inspired by the balance ball, and arrays perfectly spherical pearls in a straight line. It had an impact strong
enough to shake the foundations of conventional approaches to design of pearl jewelry. The first piece of "balance"
jewelry was "balance signature", which has a row of five Akoya pearls mounted on yellow gold. Ever since its debut,
"balance" has captivated fashionistas in Europe, North America, and Asia as a whole and Japan in particular. It is
universal jewelry that, simply when worn, charges any and all apparel and its wearers with a unique magnetism, and has

become one of TASAKI's iconic series.
