Announcing the Second Season Launch of MELANIE GEORGACOPOULQOS TASAKI

TASAKI & Co., Ltd. (Mr. Toshikazu Tajima, CEO and President; Kobe head office: 6-3-2 Minatojima-Naka
machi, Chuo Ward, Kobe; Tokyo head office: 5-7-5 Ginza, Chuo Ward, Tokyo) launched the Second Season
sales of “MELANIE GEORGACOPOULOS TASAKI” on August 16, 2013. Created by Melanie
Georgacopoulos, a young female designer currently based in London whose mother is French and father is
Greek, the “MELANIE GEORGACOPOULOS TASAKI” brand has been reported in a variety of media since
going on sale in April this year. Featuring items such as pearls which are bisected down the center, with their
cut surfaces polished to a natural sheen revealing a new beauty, and multiway necklaces that take
architectural forms, offering a totally different look depending on how they are arranged, the designs cross
stunning surprise with a new elegance, brimming with novel perspectives that explode entrenched ideas

about pearl jewelry. The theme of this Second Season being launched this summer is “EVOLUTION.” The
line-up includes new designs that have evolved from the First Season, such as “CHAINED” and “ARLEQUIN”.
Inspired by seashells, “Shell” series uses pearls of graduated sizes to represent the distinctive form of
shellfish. This season’s designs, including palladium for the first time, have been created on the basis of a
novel concept that offers even more unique shapes and ways of wearing the jewelry, allowing the wearer to

MELANIE GEORGACOPOULOS
MELANIE GEORGACOPOULOS TASAKI, designer

Of Greek and French ancestry, Melanie Georgacopoulos is a young jewelry designer
based in London. She studied sculpture at the Edinburgh College of Art and graduated
at the head of her class in 2004. She was awarded a Master’s degree for work with
jewelry by the Royal College of Art in 2007. She then started her career as a freelance
jewelry designer at a major corporation, launching her own brand in 2010. In October
2012 she concluded an exclusive contract for design and manufacture with TASAKI.
“Pearls are symbols of opposites, such as young innocence and accumulated wisdom,
delicacy and durability, life and death,” she remarks. What she seeks to portray in her

creations is the quality of mystery within the pearl. This is symbolized by the slash in

her alias, “M/G.” By freeing the concept of pearls from the aesthetic and iconic realm of
the classic necklace, she is endowing them with a new image, as materials with a

contemporary meaning far removed from tradition.
