Dr. Keung's Workshop

Dr. Keung will co-lead the following workshop together with fellow Japan members of the
Cambridge Community School Board:

Workshop Title: What success looks like — Assessment for Learning (AfL)

This workshop reconnects educators with the fundamental purpose of assessment:
supporting student progress and guiding school improvement. Inspired by the works of Jan
Chappuis, Nancy Love, and Dylan Wiliam, the session helps participants:

e Deepen their understanding of the fundamental purpose of assessment as a means
to support student learning and school improvement

e Interpret classroom data more meaningfully to inform instructional decisions

Gain a clearer grasp of formative assessment as an ongoing learning process

e Understand the assessment continuum and consider where their own assessment
practices sit

e Reflect on how to design trustworthy, authentic assessments in an Al-influenced
environment

The session emphasizes that it is not the assessment tool but the way information is used
that determines whether an assessment is formative or summative. It positions Assessment
for Learning practices as guardrails that guide and support learning, in contrast to the
roadblocks created by excessive grading and high-stakes assessment.

The Cambridge Community School Board is a regional board of school representatives
organized by Cambridge International Education (Cambridge University Press &
Assessment). Leaders of Cambridge International Schools in each country and region serve
as members, sharing educational practices and learning from one another. Dr. Keung serves
as a Japan member, and will also attend the East Asia regional board meeting to be held in
Shenzhen on 17 April, the day before the conference.
